Wexford and Wicklow
Stretching from just south of Dublin to the country’s 
southeasternmost corner, counties Wicklow and Wexford 
are a gift of lush greenery, fascinating heritage and sunny 
beaches. 

Immediately south of the capital, County Wicklow is a wild pleasure garden 
of dramatic mountain scenery and beautiful coastline. Inland from stunning 
Brittas Bay is a wonderland of magnificent country estates like Avondale, 
Powerscourt and Russborough, Palladian piles built to showcase the wealth  
and taste of the 18th-century elites. Surrounding them are some of Ireland’s 
most beautiful gardens, including Mount Usher and the landscaped terraces at 
Kilmacurragh and Kilruddery, each a gardener’s paradise.

Beyond the garden walls is a different kind of landscape, a wild topography 
of gorse- and bracken-clad moors and corrie lakes nestled in the crevices of a 
mountain chain that in parts is as raw and desolate as nature can be. Tucked 
away in one of its glacial valleys is the monastic site of Glendalough, one 
of Ireland’s most significant early Christian settlements, built from the 6th 
century and proof that its architects had a deep appreciation for a stunning 
setting. There’s more recent history too, in the imposing structure of Wicklow’s 
infamous gaol, now one of the county’s most popular attractions. 

Wexford’s spectacular beaches and relatively temperate climate have long made 
it a favourite summer getaway, with the beaches at Courtown, Duncannon and 
Curracloe especially popular with visitors to the ‘Sunny Southeast.’ Wexford’s 
beaches are the grace notes of a spectacular coastline, which is easily explored 
via a spidery network of narrow country lanes that weave past quiet coves, 
ancient ruins and once-mighty abbeys – just north of Duncannon is beautiful 
Dunbrody Abbey, still remarkably intact 1000 years after its construction by 
Ireland’s first Norman invaders. At the tip of the peninsula is the world’s oldest 
working lighthouse, Hook Lighthouse, originally built in the 13th century but 
since equipped with a modern light to guide seaborne vessels.  

Ireland’s more recent history is told in compelling detail in Wexford’s collection 
of interactive museums, including the Irish National Heritage Park outside 
Wexford Town; the National 1798 Rebellion Centre on the edge of Enniscorthy; 
and the powerfully memorable Dunbrody Famine Ship docked in New Ross, 
which tells the story of the tragedy and perils of 19th-century emigration. 

History, heritage and stunning scenery: you’ll find an abundance of each in both 
Wicklow and Wexford, which are as welcoming as they are easily explored.  

Hook Lighthouse 
One of the oldest operational lighthouses in the world, the 
present structure dates back 800 years to the medieval tower 
of Hook. Hook Lighthouse, constructed with local limestone, 
is one of the most fascinating examples of medieval 
architecture in Ireland. The tower stands four stories high, 
with walls of up to four metres thick. The Lighthouse offers 
guided tours of the tower all year round with a range of 
festivals and family events.

01  Hook Lighthouse Visitor 
Centre

THE SALTEE ISLANDS
A haven for sea birds,from gannets 
and gulls to puffins and manx 
shearwaters. The Islands consist of 
the Great and Little Saltee and are 
situated approximately 5 kilometres 
off the coast of Kilmore Quay. Situated 
on an important migratory route the 
area is a popular stopping off place 
for spring and autumn migrating 
birds. The Great Saltee is home to a 
breeding population of Grey Seals. 
These Islands are privately owned 
by the Neale family who have always 

respected this bird sanctuary. Day 
visitors are welcome on the Great 
Saltee between 11am and 4:30pm.

WEXFORD AND THE 1798 REBELLION
Enniscorthy Town was built in 
the 13th century and remains an 
important piece of Irish history 
relating to Ireland’s 1916 Easter 
Rising. Enniscorthy Castle is home to 
a visitor experience that showcases 
the history of the town and the 
castle itself.  Ballymore Historic 
Features in Camolin celebrates and 
emphasises the past in a refreshing 
and unique way. The visitor facility 
includes a family museum, picture 
gallery, farm display, 1798 exhibition 
The Father Murphy Centre at Ferns 
in County Wexford is the original 
farmstead where Father Murphy, 
the 1798 Insurgent Leader, lived for 
many years. Vinegar Hill Battlefield 
the most famous site of the 1798 
Rebellion, offers magnificent views 
of the surrounding countryside belie 
its background as one of the most 
significant battlefields in Irish history. 

Wexford Wildfowl Reserve
An exhibition centre and film show 
are here to welcome visitors. The 
observation tower and hides give 
views of waterbirds including the 
rare Greenland White fronted Geese.

Rosslare Strand is a seaside resort 
with great water sports, walking trails 
and restaurants.

Black Castle view point
An area of outstanding beauty, the 
Black Castle ruin stands on a rocky 
headland over the sea.

BRAY AND GREYSTONES WALK
This is a stunning coastal path walk of 
7 kilometers in a spectacular setting 
linking Bray and Greystones. The route 
will bring walkers around the side of 
Bray Head above the railway line and 
rocky coastline on a path which is a bit 
rough in places, with a steep climb at 
the Bray end. Views both up and down 
the coast of the Irish Sea and The 
Wicklow Mountains are breath-taking.

Military Road/Sally Gap Drive
This self drive tour runs in a north 
south direction beginning north of 
Glencree. This road has the highest 
section through road in Ireland 
reaching a height of just over 520m 
north of Sally Gap. This winding and 
twisting road provides spectacular 
scenery along its entire route, 
including the Glencree Valley, Kippure 
Mountain, Sally Gap, Glenmacnass 
Waterfall, Lugnaquilla, and the Glen 
of Imaal.

The Mottee Stone
Situated just outside the beautiful 
small town of Avoca and just off the 
Rathdrum road lies the Mottee Stone.  
Legend has it that Fionn MacCumhaill 
hurled the stone from the top of 
Lugnaquilla Mountain.  However, 
geologists would suggest that it is one 
of many erratic boulders that were 
carried in the great ice flows of the Ice 
Age. An area offering panoramic views 
of the surrounding countryside.

THE Wicklow Way
The Wicklow Way, 127 km long, was 
Ireland’s first waymarked trail, and 
due to its proximity to Dublin has 
remained one of the most popular 
walking routes in Ireland.

This self drive starts in the village 
of Hollywood and passes over the 
Wicklow Gap, one of two unspoilt 
passes through the mountains.  The 
route offers spectacular views over the 
Kings River, the Vale of Glendasan and 
the upper lake at Glendalough.

West Wicklow and South West 
Wicklow Heritage Trails
West of the mountains there survives a 
highly scenic natural landscape which 
contains a wealth of archaeological 
and historical sites, towns and villages.  
Using Baltinglass as the central 
point, two heritage trails have been 
developed to the north and to the 
south of the town as suggested driving 
and cycling routes.

Wicklow Mountains National 
Park
Covering much of upland County 
Wicklow which contains an area of 
approximately 20,000 hectares. The 
National Park provides protection 
for the landscape and wildlife, from 
rare orchids to the wild and beautiful 
Pergrine Falcon. The information Point 
and Education Centre are located 
nearby in Glendalough. Glendalough 
Valley, the ‘Valley of the two Lakes’ is 
located in the centre of the Wicklow 
Mountains National Park.  There are 
a selection of walks and trails around 
Glendalough which are marked and 
cater for all levels.

coastal areas 
Brittas Bay (South & North Beach) 
One of the most popular and well 
known beaches is Brittas Bay on the 
R750 coast road, south of Wicklow 
Town.  A 5 kilometre stretch of sandy 
beach. The landscape is dominated 
by the sand dunes which cover 
approximately 100 hectares.The Silver 
Strand Beach close by is also very 
popular. Greystones South Beach is a 
mix of pebble and sand, it is located 
at the southern end of the town.  The 
beach is about 1 kilometre long. Bray 
South Beach is a gently sloping beach 
with sand and pebbles, it is about 1 
kilometre long.
